 Every four years we celebrate the extraordinary success of our democratic        
tradition as we inaugurate a new president and turn over the responsibility of government 
to a new party.   There is a breath of excitement in the air and the whisper of opportunity to 
truly draw together as a country to embrace the political and economic challenges of    
today.  At Shrine we are busy embracing the challenge of opening a gym, remodeling the 
Performing Arts Center and planning for a new Science room.  And despite the cold 
weather, we are invigorated by the opportunity to provide an excellent education both   
inside and outside of school. 
  On January 30 we have a half day scheduled with professional development in 
the afternoon.  We are meeting with a representative from the ACT testing company to 
study our test data and modify curriculum as indicated by our test performance.  While our 
scores are high, there is always room for improvement.  We will use this test data to work 
with teachers to make our classroom program stronger; however, student work ethic, disci-
pline and class attendance are even more important for school success.  If your     student 
is habitually late or is not turning in homework, you will see this information on Ed-Line; 
apply immediate consequences if you want to change this behavior.  We are working with 
our teachers to provide more consistent report forms; please use this program and let us 
know how it is working.   
 Course selection for next year is starting soon.  We have new engineer-
ing/computer/business classes.  Please review the course selection catalogue with your 
student prior to their meeting with one of our counselors.  We offer a variety of on-line 
courses through Michigan Virtual High School that extend opportunities while honing stu-
dents’ computer skills and personal discipline.  These courses are not easy and require a 
strong commitment, but they can be very valuable for setting habits for the future. 
   Our English Department has established a study committee to review all changes 
to reading assignments during the summer and in each class.  We value our very           
traditional and demanding reading list requires in the Academy and High School, but also 
want to expose students to more recent authors and literary theory.  We will review        
suggested literature for age appropriateness and integration with other subjects, but also 
will consider their appropriateness in light of Catholic teaching.    This is not an easy task 
and will always be subjective, but with thoughtful consideration, we expect to address 
many of the concerns of our families and students. 
  We have a very active January and February scheduled with many extra-curricular 
opportunities for our students.  Please pray, rest, eat healthy food and exercise              
appropriately.
